Summary		
The	spring	2016	cohort	(which	includes	students	from	fall	2015,	spring	2016	and	summer	2016)	
• The	graduating	cohort	in	spring	of	2016	was	53%	female	and	47%	male.	
• Transfer	students	made	up	16%	of	the	graduates.		
• While	42%	participated	in	athletics	during	their	first	semester	on	campus,	a	total	of	56%	had	participated	

by	the	time	their	academic	careers	had	concluded.		
• 16%	of	the	cohort	graduated	having	fulfilled	the	requirements	of	the	Honors	program.		
• The	graduates	had	an	average	ACT	Composite	score	of	22.62;	the	most	recent	incoming	cohort	had	an	

average	score	of	22.1.		
• 70%	graduated	within	4	years,	while	a	total	of	79%	were	able	to	complete	their	degrees	in	either	5	or	6	

years.	The	remaining	21%	of	the	cohort	completed	their	degrees	in	more	than	six	years.		
• 28%	of	the	cohort	earned	Bachelor	of	Arts	degrees,	while	70%	completed	a	Bachelor	of	Science.		
• Graduates’	hometowns	were	on	average	85.72	miles	from	Heidelberg,	and	88%	of	them	hail	from	Ohio;	

over	the	last	decade,	an	average	of	76%	of	Heidelberg’s	incoming	cohort	has	been	from	Ohio
